You’ll see 

the foundations of a Royal Palace, water 

tanks, guardhouses, and beautiful 

frescoes of life-sized damsels painted in 

vibrant colors.

• Matale Spice Garden & Gem Gallery: Learn about Sri Lanka's rich spice trade at the Matale Spice 

Garden, and visit a Gem Gallery to 

see the famous Sri Lankan 

gemstones. 

• Temple of the Sacred Tooth Relic: 

This temple houses Sri Lanka's most 

sacred Buddhist relic – the tooth of 

the Buddha, brought to the island in 

the 4th century AD. It is a highly 

revered site for Buddhists 

worldwide.
